Should I have inadvertently missed
any such cross-references, please let the Editor know who will pass the information on to this Indexer! However, if someone writes
a letter saying "I support the idea of Peckham Rye Railway Station being opened out”, I have not included it under Peckham Rye
Railway Station because it’s not telling us anything other than the idea has been supported.

3) Where there is more than one letter written about the same subject this Indexer will list the authors in alphabetical order under the
given subject.

4)  Where an author has written more than one letter about the same subject this Indexer will list them in order of publication,
earliest first.
